The Bombay Provincial Municipal Corporation Act, 1949 bestows the 
responsibility of providing basic infrastructure and services viz. water supply, drainage, 
sewerage, roads and services such as conservancy, fire fighting, street lighting, and education 
and primary health upon the PMC. 
 
Pune provides employment to industrial workers and of late has emerged as an affordable urban 
destination for residential purposes. The increasing demand for industrial and residential areas 
led to continuous addition of areas and up gradation of the erstwhile Municipal Council to 
Corporation.

PMC intends to construct the 
multi-storeyed buildings housing dwelling units for identified slum dwellers as BSUP 
under BSUP - JNNURM. These building will be constructed in cast in situ Monolithic

was developed by Canadian Engineer, and suits the mass housing projects in our country. 
In case of CSRP works the unit plan of dwelling units is repeated in multiple buildings. 
PMC preferred this system as this fulfills the requirement of constructing about 18000 
units in 24-30 months. Aluminium formwork system enables the walls and slab together 
to be poured with cast in place concrete in the same operation. This increases efficiency 
and also produces an extra ordinary strong structure with excellent concrete finish, with 
consistent concrete shapes and finishes are obtained floor after floor. The dimensional 
accuracy of concreted work also results in consistent fitting of doors and windows. The 
excellent form finish of concrete reduces the need for plastering. 

 
The central sanctioning and monitoring committee (CSMC) under the ministry of 
housing and urban poor alleviation, Govt. of India, under JNNURM programme has 
recommended use of this technology for speedy, low maintenance, durable, high earth 
quake resistant and fire resistant structures with modular planning. 
    
 The basic element of formwork is panel, which is of extruded aluminium rail 
sections around the panel, welded to aluminium face sheet with ribs. This produces 
lightweight panel with high stiffness to weight ratio, with negligible or no deflections due 
to fresh concrete loads. The de-shuttering of the formwork is very simple. The props 
supporting horizontal shuttering are in direct and continuous contact with slab concrete, 
even while the wall and floor slab formwork panels are being de-shuttered, with the 
provisions in IS 456-2000 code for plain and reinforced concrete, for stipulated slab de-
shuttering time can be followed easily, resulting in reduction in time for de-shuttering.
