Under section 458 read with section 377 of the Bombay Provincial
Municipal Corporations Act,1909.

DEFINITIONS.

“ A public market or municipal market” means and includes a market
opened or constructed by the municipal corporation.

The expression “Stall” Shall include any place space or
accommodation covered or open whether defined or not which may be
allotted or allowed to any person for the purpose of sitting thereon as
a seller of vegetables animals, animal produce or other saleable
articles.

CONTROL OF MARKETS.

Control of Markets : The public markets provided by the Corporation
under Section 32 of the Act, shall be under the inspection and general
superintendence of the Market Inspector or other market suthority
subject to the control of the Municipal Commissioner

Annual Licences: The Municipal Commissioner shall on payment of
license fee of Rs.2/- Which shall not be refundable and on payment in
advance of the stallage fee for the year or part of the year for which
the licence is issued, grant annual licences in the form of Schedule ‘A’
valid for the period for which the licence is issued to persons desirous
of seliing commodities in the Municipal public markets.

Provided that if the licence first taken is for a period which is
less than a year but is not less than three moths, such licence will not
be required to pay additional licence fee if he applies for a renewal of
his licence before the expiry of the original licence for a further period
not extending beyond one year from the starting date of his original
licence if such extension is allowed.

Provided that no person shall be granted a licence for more than
stalls than one in a Municipal market.



The monthly stallage fee shall be fixed by the Standig Committee
which shall hold good for three years when it will be subject to
revision.

Daily permit : Daily permits for use of stall for a day or part thereof
reserved for being let out at daily rates shall be issued by the Market
inspector or any of his assistant specially authourised in this behalf by
him at the rates specified in Schedule ‘B’.

Licence and permits not transferable : Licences issued under by-law
No.2 shall not be transferable. A transfer in breach of this by-law shall
entail cancellation of the licence and forfeiture of licence fee and
stallage fee and the transferee or any person claiming through or under
him shall be liable to be evicted by the Market Inspector or any other
person duly authourised by the Municipal Commissioner. No claim
for compensation for any loss sustained thereby shall be entertained
by the Municipal Corporation.

Renewability of licence: So long as a Municipal stall holder’s conduct
remains satisfactory he shall be allowed the first renewal of the
licence of his stall provided he agrees to pay the stallage fee fixed by
the Standing Committee.

Explanation : A stall holder’s conduct shall be deemed to be
satisfactory so long as he has not committed any breach of the
conditions of the licence or of these by-laws.

Every person in whose name a licence has been issued by the
Municipal Commissioner under by-law No.2 may, while applying for
the licence state in writing in whose name and possession the stall and
the licence should be continued in the event of his demise during the
official year.

If a licensee dies during the period of his licence, may be continued in
the name of any person named by him under by-law no.7 provided the
person so named applied to the Municipal Corporation within 15 days
from the death of the licensee.

If the person named under by-law No.7 happens to be dead at the time
of the demise of the original licensee or fails to apply within time
under by-law No.8 the Municipal Corporation shall resume possession
of the stall and in so doing every person obstructing resumption of the
possession of the stall shall be evicted by the market Inspector.

Provided that in the event of such resumption, the stallage fee
paid in advance by the original licensee shall not be refunded except
in cases where the stall is let again. When the stallage fee for such
relatting period will be re-funded.

Sale of licence by auction : If the original licensee Signifies his
unwillingness to renew his licence the fact shall be notified for 7 days
and thereafter, if thereby more applications than one for the stall, the
right to the licence subject to all these bylaws shall be put upto
auction.

Contents of licence : -

(1) Each licence granted under by-law No.2 shall specify by its
number and its dimensions the stall in the market which the holder
i1s authorised to occupy the commodities which the holder may
expose for sale therein and the conditions under which the licence
i1s granted, and in case of stalls for live-stock the maximum
number that may be kept in the stall at one time.

(2) The conditions referred to above are that the licencese : -
(a) shall hang up his licence in a conspicuous place in the stall.
(b) shall not expose for sale any commodity other than that
expressly specified in the licence or more live stock than the
maximum therein specified;
(c) shall keep his stall always clean;

(d) shall not bring to the market or throw about therein any refuse,

skins or offal;

(e) shall, at all times allow the Municipal Comissioner, Market
Inspector or any person authorised in writing by the Municipal
Commissioner full facilities for inspecting his stall;

(f) shall not waste the water supplied in the market by the

Municipal Corporation.
(g) shall transfer business in person; or through such assistants as

are named in the licence from time to time with the approval of
the Municipal Commissioner.
Provided that such assistants shall observe all the

conditions binding on the licensee;

(h) shall not hold any sale by auction except in cases specifically
reserved for this purpose;

(1) shall not use any bell or noisy instruments to attract
purchasers;

(J) shall not whistle, shout, or make use of any violent, obscene,
abusive disgusting or offensive language;

(k) shall not erect any structure on or about the stall or make any
addition to the stall;

(1) shall not hawk, carry about or carry any artille whatever for
sale.

All conditions fo licence shall as far as possible be applicable to
holders of daily permits and the Municipal Commissioner may refuse
to grant a permit or may cancel a permit on the breach of any of the
conditions of the permit.

Breach of conditions of licence — Any person committing a breach of
any of the conditions of the licence granted to him shall be liable to be
evicted from the market under the direction of the market inspector
pending the decision of the Standing Committee which may at its
discretion suspend, withdraw or cancel the licence. On breach of any
of the conditions of a licence the licence fee and the stallage fee paid
in advance shall not be refundable.

Any person found doing business in any Municipal market without
obtaining the licence or permit from the Municipal Crporation shall be
evicted by the Market inspector.

Hours of business in Municipal Market — The public markets shall be
kept open daily for such 10 or more hours between 4 a.m. and 10 p.m.
as the Standing Committee may by public notice pested at the market
from time ot time direct.

Provided that when periodical or special repairs to any portion
of the market are undertaken or when any portion shall be required for
emergent municipal purposes that portion shall be vacated and shall

remain closed for such time as may be necessary for the above
purpose and no claim for compensation shall be entertained against
the Municipal Corporation respect of any loss occasioned therby.

Exclusion of persons affected with Leprosy or other contagious
diseases : -

No person having large, open or exposed source or who is
afflieted with leprosy or any loath some contagions or infectious
disease, shall do business personally or enter any market, and such
person may be expelled for any market by the Inspector of such
market.

Exclusion of dogs : No person shall bring a dog into any market.

Spitting prohibited: No person shall spit in a market except in
spittoons or places provided for that purpose.

Disturbance prohibited : No person shall creat a disturbance in a
market by singing or beating up drums by any mix musical
instruments or by quarreling or by using abusive language or in any
other manner.

Cleaning of shops and stalls — Every licensee shall cause his stall to be
properly cleaned between such hours as the markte inspector shall
from time to time direct and no refuse shall be thrown out of any
building shop or stall at any other time, but such refuse shall be placed
in baskets or such other receptables may from time to time be pointed
out by the Market Inspector.

All sweeping, cattle- dung, refuse, etc. collected by the Municipal
Corporation from the market premises and cart-stands attached thereto
shall be the property of the Municipal Corporation and shall be
disposed of as the Municipal Corporation and shall be disposed of as
the Standing Committee may think fit.

Any person causing damage to the buildings, gardens or approaches to
the markets shall make good the cost of the repairs of such damage.
This by-law shall not be deemed to affect the liability to prosecution
according to law of any person who causes any such damage wilfully.

Obstruction of passages prohibited — No licensee shall cause or
allowe any goods provisions or articles to be deposited or exposed for
sale in or upon his stall in such a way that such goods provisions or
articles or any part there of shall project beyond the line of such stall
or on or under any stps leading to the stalls.

Expulsion frim market of disorderly person — The Inspector of any
municipal market or his Subordinate may expel from the premises
any person who is found therein drunk or begging or loitering or who
misconducts, himself or a lunotio, or who is in any way infringes any
of these by-laws any (subject to the approval of the Municipal
Commissioner) prevent such person from further carrying on Any,
trade or business in the market or occupying any shall if he is a
licensee.

Obedience to Inspector enjoined — All licensees and permit holders in
any municipal market shall obey all reasonable orders passed by the
Inspector of the Market as such but shall give the right of appeal
against the continuance of any such orders to the Municipal
Commissioner.

Every person offending against any of these by-laws shall be liable
for every such offence to a fine not exceeding Rs. 50/-.
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
